You will need a tape measure, pencil, and an electric drill with 3/8-inch bit.
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If you have an over-the-rail bedliner you may have to cut a hole in your bedliner to allow the clamp to pass
under the bedrail. If you have purchased a bedliner kit, mark your bedliner adjacent to where the eye-bolt
hangs down. Use the hole-saw to drill a hole with its center 2-1/2” below the top of your bedliner. When you




remove your rack, use the round plastic caps to plug the holes. Warning: Be careful that you cut very gently.
Drilling through too hard will cause you to scratch your bedrail. Pull back your bedliner to inspect before
cutting to ensure there are no obstructions under the bedrail.
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
